Puppy Replacement Guarantee

Exceptional Dobermans

1. MONEY BACK GUARANTEE - One third of the purchase price may be refunded if your Exceptional Doberman receives an AKC championship.

2. HEALTH GUARANTEE - If your Exceptional Doberman dies from or is severely crippled by Distemper, Adenovirus, or Leptospirosis within twelve months after purchase, immediately return the AKC certificate, the laboratory test findings and veterinary diagnosis (official medical records) to us and we will replace him at no additional charge.

3. GUARANTEE AGAINST HIP DYSPLASIA - If, at any time during the first 6 years of life of an Exceptional Doberman, he is found to be crippled from dysplasia, and needs to be euthanized, return to us with the medical records, the dog, along with AKC certificate, and we will euthanize (if necessary), cremate, and replace the dog at no charge.

4. 12-MONTH GUARANTEE AGAINST CONGENITAL DEFECT OR DISEASE - If your Exceptional Doberman develops a condition dating from the prenatal life-stage within the first 12 months of age, return him to us with the AKC certificate, and he will be replaced at no charge.

5. LIFETIME PARVO VIRUS GUARANTEE - If your Exceptional Doberman dies from Parvovirus, return the AKC certificate along with the laboratory verification and veterinary medical record and we will replace him at no charge.

6. SHOW GUARANTEE - If the Exceptional Doberman is purchased for show is shown with concerted effort and proper handling and does not finish by the age of two-and-one-half years, return the dog in good health and physical condition and the AKC certificate to us, and he will be replaced at no additional charge. We must be informed in writing that you are buying the puppy for showing purposes and purchase full registration at the time of purchase.

7. LIMITATIONS OF GUARANTEE - The guarantee applies to the original puppy only and is non- transferable. The puppy must be fully vaccinated by a veterinary clinic and be up to date, in good physical condition, and ears must be standing. No replacement will be given for males or females that have been bred, neutered or spayed. The puppy or adult dog must be returned to our clinic . The owner is responsible for transportation costs to and from the clinic.
